The Rusk County Veteran’s Memorial, is located on the 
grounds of the Rusk County Courthouse.  The courthouse at 
located at 115 North Main Street. The memorial is on the south 
west of the building facing Fordall St. 

The Depot Museum/Children’s Discovery Center and 
Operational Cotton Gin houses the Rusk County History 
Museum and Children’s Discovery Center at 514 N. High Street. 
It is clustered on 5 acres with 12 restored structures from Rusk 
County’s past. Texas Historical Markers have been awarded to 
the Walling Log Cabin, built in 1841, and the Arnold Outhouse, 
making it the only outhouse in Texas with a Historical Marker.

The Howard Dickinson House at 501 South Main is one of 
the most historic buildings in Henderson. It was built in 1855 
and was the first brick home in Henderson.
